We extend special thanks to all of the coordinators and members of host congregations 
who continue to assist in that process.  
 
Our Board is now particularly focused on fundraising, especially for a new van. Our van is deteriorating very quickly and will 
need to be replaced with a more reliable vehicle in the near future.  Please watch for upcoming appeals and an on-line Silent 
Auction in late summer/early fall. 
 
We also want to increase our Board membership to include individuals with experience and time to devote to fundraising,     
strategic planning, marketing and event planning.  We need individuals who are passionate about our mission and who are able 
to work on special projects, including widening our visibility at the state and local level and planning for increasing Day Center 
needs. Our Board is currently comprised of twelve talented Directors, but we would like to increase the Board to 15. Please   
contact me directly at Candace@sutlink.com if you would like to discuss this opportunity.

$2,114., that is the gross amount a family of four is allowed to earn per month in order to be eligible for shelter with the state.              
I decided to do the math.  Monthly income and expenses: 

 
Is there anything more to say? The numbers truly speak for themselves and these are modest numbers for the expenses of a    
family of four. A family with this income would be eligible for food stamps, so I did not include the cost of food. The gross 
monthly income provided  is the equivalent of an individual working 40 hours per week at an  hourly rate of  $12,  that is $4 over 
the minimum  hourly wage. Clearly, it is financially impossible for  individuals who work full time, at $4 above the  minimum 
wage, to provide the bare essentials for a family of 4. To be honest, it would be difficult for a family of 2 and impossible for 4! 
And yet, the state denies these families shelter when they lose their home because it was an extremely cold winter and the cost 
for heat ran high, or they lost a couple of days pay because their child was home sick, or their car needed an unexpected repair or 
they  wouldn’t be able to get to work.  
 
Thanks to MIHN’s dedicated Board of Directors and  our  many kind and passionate volunteers we are providing for the families 
that the state does not.  As a community we are filling a vital need and making a difference in lives of the families we serve.
